JOBS Plus is a subsidized work program providing real jobs that help welfare clients become self-sufficient.  Here’s how it works:


Employers 
· 
provide a meaningful job to an individual on public assistance,

· 
pay a wage equivalent to wages paid for similar work, and

· 
provide a mentor to help the transition into the work place.


And, the State of Oregon will reimburse employers for
· 
wages paid, up to Oregon’s minimum wage, and

· 
other payroll expenses such as social security costs, unemployment insurance taxes, and workers’ compensation.


Together, we
· 
increase the employability of individuals on public assistance,

· 
reduce the dependence on welfare, and

· 
promote a public-private workforce partnership. 

The employer saves money, defines the job, interviews and selects the worker, and trains the worker to do the job they want done.  The State of Oregon refers eligible individuals, provides prompt reimbursement, and assists the employer and the worker in making this a successful experience.
