Step-by-Step:  Presumptive Medicaid Disability Determination Referral Process

BACKGROUND

Oregon is required to make Medicaid eligibility disability determinations within 90 days on any applicant who meets financial and non-financial OSIPM eligibility requirements and alleges a disability that would meet the SSA disability requirements for SSI or SSDI and, in which SSA has not made a disability determination.
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Step One:   If the client alleges a disability on the 539A, 7210 or 415F, contact client, by phone or mail, to schedule an interview to obtain information about medical providers, release of information, and to complete forms �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/SE0620.pdf" \t "_blank"�SDS 0620�, �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/SE0708.pdf" \t "_blank"�SDS 0708� and �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/DE2099.pdf" \t "_blank"�DHS 2099�(s).  


If the client does not respond to, or follow through with the invitation to interview within 90 days of the Date of Request for Medicaid (i.e., date of application for OHP Standard) or within 45 days from the date the Branch Office initiates contact (whichever date is later), deny case and narrate in Oregon ACCESS.  Denial notice is sent via the �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/SE0540.pdf" \t "_blank"�SDS 540�. If the client was also denied OHP Standard, include the �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/DE0462A.pdf" \t "_blank"�DHS 462A�.

Step 2:  Scheduling an Intake appointment 


Contact client, by phone or mail, to schedule an interview to obtain information about medical providers, release of information, and to complete forms �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/SE0620.pdf" \t "_blank"�SDS 0620�, �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/SE0708.pdf" \t "_blank"�SDS 0708� and �HYPERLINK "http://dhsforms.hr.state.or.us/Forms/Served/DE2099.pdf" \t "_blank"�DHS 2099�(s).  


At the intake appointment, please make sure that the client signs AND initials the 2099s because many providers will not release medical records to PMDDT without the client’s initials.  


See the attached PMDDT File Checklist (SDS 714) for assistance in completing the application. Note:  If the client is in the office at the time of request, please have them complete as much of the application as possible.    


Step 3:  Making a Referral to PMDDT


If the client attends the interview, completes required paperwork and a disability determination is needed, make a referral to PMDDT.


There are several ways you can send a referral to PMDDT.  The most efficient way to send referrals to PMDDT is to scan the documents, if you have the capability to do so, and e-mail them to Referrals, PMDDT (for Groupwise users) or to �HYPERLINK "mailto:Pmddt.referrals@state.or.us"�Pmddt.referrals@state.or.us� .  These e-mails are checked daily. Referrals of more than 50 pages should continue to be faxed (or mailed).
